
Remove any materials that could be a “den”. 

Contain your trash and any other food sources.

Use synthetic coyote urine to line your property.

Sprinkle cayenne pepper in your garden soil if
cats are using it as a litter box. Cats do not like
the spicy flavor it leaves on their paws and fur. 

Remember that if you remove the food source
that is causing the cats to congregate, they will
move away from the area. 

If any of your neighbors are feeding the cats,
try to engage in a conversation with them
about how it’s impacting the neighborhood.

Tips for when you see a cat outdoors

Many cats live harmoniously outdoors in community cat
colonies. These are feral cats were born and raised away
from people and are not considered pets, they are more
like urban wildlife. They cannot be taught to be pets after
about 6 weeks old. 

Simply removing the cats does
not eliminate the problem.
